GLOBE RECENTLY ABOUT FBI STATISTICS ON CRIME AND REPORTED THAT HAVERHILL WAS
RANKED 15™ MOST VIOLENT COMMUNITY IN THE STATE IN 2012 AND WANTED TO KNOW

WORK WITH STUDENTS. THE MAYOR ADDED THAT HE WILL BE HIRING MORE OFFICERS IN
THE FY15 BUDGET.
