Sgt Kevin Lynch provided the police report
for the incident, accident and 434 main st, occupant was impaired, stated he had just
come from American Grocery where he purchased some nips. He failed sobriety test.
Police have an issue with someone who has admitted to drinking prior to the incident,
was intoxicated and was sold alcohol. Chairman Edwards asked who was working that
night — Mr Saini responded Loreena. Loreena could not attend meeting as her mother is
sick in Boston, Mr Saini said Loreena had other customers in the store at the same time
the man came in- he did not appear impaired to her. Sgt Lynch stated that the man failed
breathalyzer test and that clerks should have conversations with customers to make sure
they are not intoxicated. Chairman Edwards asked Mr Saini to talk to his customer.
Comm Driscoll wanted them to do more that TIPS training, more than talking to by him
and his wife. Comm Angus said this is a serious matter. Comm Driscolll made motion
that additional training for all employees be done by trained personnel. Comm Angus
seconded motion. N.o public comment, vote unanimous.

Sgt Lynch of HPD presented police report. They received call of a man
threatening the manager Kyle Bell and he had a weapon. Mr Bell called the police as is the
appropriate procedure. Police arrived and arrested the man. The Police brought this forth to
show that Moonshiners did what they were supposed to do, Police have no issue with
Moonshiners on this occasion.
Commissioner Angus made motion to place this in their file. Comm Driscoll seconded
the motion, No public comment, Vote unanimous

Attorney Tim Connors appeared for Moonshiners along with Current Manager, Kyle Bell.
Kyle has been manager previously for 3 years, left to start another bar and came back to
Moonshiners recently, Comm Driscoll asked if the bar was still operating. Atty Connors stated it
was not, it was his understanding that the license was turned in. Kyle Bell had license in hand and
would provide once hearing concluded. Comm Angus explained they needed to hold show cause
hearing first. Comm Driscoll stated he would like to hear what has happened before any decisions.
Atty Connors stated that Bernard Goulet, the owner, would not be present this evening and that it
was his intention to turn in license, get out of the Moonshiners club and pursue other ventures. It
is his understanding that manager Kyle Bell, along with another person, plan to apply for this
license. He will establish a new bar if granted the license with more live entertainment. The work
is in progress. Kyle Bell spoke - he has worked in Haverhill for 10 years in different places. He
came into moonshiners as security manager and then was manager. He stayed for a while and then
went to Lawrence to start another bar. Once that was up and running, he came back to manage
Moon shiners. Bernie does not want to be a part of the bar anymore, doesn’t like it, isn’t part of
the community. He is almost ready to apply for license. He has lived in Haverhill for 25 years.
Commissioner Angus stated that it was important that the commission continue with the show
cause meetings. They have been put off for several months and need a conclusion. Show cause
proceedings continue with the owner on record.

Atty Connors is also looking for finality this evening. The show causes will proceed one
by one. Captain Tracy provided the police report for April 19" incident — this will cover the first
2 show causes for Moonshiners. Captain Tracy reiterated Sgt Lynch and stated that when Kyle
Bell is manager, there are not the issues as being discussed. He has always been cooperative. But
when situations involve the ownership, things change.

On April 19, 2022, at 07:46 the police responded to a car crash on River St. involving female
party who was arrested and charged with OUIL. While in booking, the female’s mother called and
said that she may be a victim of domestic violence. Due to her intoxication level, detective Brady
was not able to gather further information. Later in the day a man called saying he was the
female’s cousin and that she had been assaulted at Moonshiners. The victim advised that she was
drinking at the bar until 0545am. On April 22, detective Brady spoke with victim who said she
has never been that drunk before and can’t remember anything, may have been drugged — her
phone had her at Moonshiners at 6AM on April 19. Det Brady was advised of the interview with
Crystal Pannoni, former manager, who stated Mr Goulet told her that whatever happens on the
outside of the business is not her matter. She stated the bar was a mess citing drugs, staff
drinking, overcrowding, and gang members. When she brought these issues to Goulet he stated
“do you want a job? Do you want the business to get closed down?”. Pannoni stated that Sunday
through Wednesday the bar is run by staff as there is no manager on duty and Goulet was never
at the bar. She stated she did not want to be involved in the incident that occurred Apr 18 — 19,
Goulet advised her to say that “Seth” no longer works for her and in fact he has never worked at
Moonshiners and that they do not know him. Pannoni was also advised to say that Seth works
for a cleaning company. Seth worked at Moonshiners for a year and '2. Pannoni stated that it is
common for the staff to stay at the bar after closing into the early morning hours, She stated that
Goulet reviewed the security tape and called her saying “really bad for the business and Seth and
it was disturbing to watch. He told her that he made the decision with his attorney to destroy the
video footage. She stated that Kyle Bell told her it was the first time he told Goulet “no” when
asked to destroy the video. Pannoni stated that when she arrived to work after the incident the
security cameras were not working, and Goulet told her he had ripped the system out including



the hard drive. Goulet told Pannoni if anyone asked for the video, tell them it was damaged in a
flood. Pannoni stated that Goulet gave false statements to the license commission. Detective
Brady stated that in the past, Kyle Bell has always called her back but not on this occasion
Goulet’s attorney called Detective Brady back and advised that the cameras only retain data for a
certain period of time. Detective Brady was never advised that the security system was damaged.
Det Brady asked about “Seth” and she was advised that “Andrew” was working the bar that night
of the alleged assault. Det Brady spoke with the victim on Aug 22, 2022. The victim stated that
the bartender told her to stay at the bar after it closed to play “beer pong”. When the bar closed,
the bartender, who she wasn’t sure but said his name was either Sam, Sid or Seth, offered her
cocaine, which she did. The victim then told the bartender that she needs to leave, and she does
not remember anything after that. The victim’s Google location shows her at Moonshiner from
12:26AM to 5:46AM on 4/19/2022. Neither Seth, Bell nor Goulet agreed to be interviewed
regarding the alleged assault. As a result of this investigation, Goulet has been criminally
charged with obstructing a police investigation. That was April 19.

May 20, 2022, in summary, Detective Harrison stated that he observed 2 males exiting
Moonshiners and square off as they were preparing to fight, Detective Harrison diffused the
situation and both parties left the area. At 1130, Det Harrison observed the same 2 males exiting
Moonshiners and were now out-front arguing. A crowd formed and 3 females were ultimately
arrested and charged with disorderly conduct.

June 18, 2022, summary — officers observed a male party lying on the ground in front of
Moonshiners. He was administered Narcan and transported to the hospital. The man was not
making any sense and was unable to complete a sentence. Manager Pannoni stated that the man
was in Moonshiners for 3 hours. Due to the severity of the incident, the man obtained a subdural
hematoma to the back of his head, Detective Scharneck was notified and followed up the
investigation. Bernard Goulet advised that the video system was not working. Detective
Scharneck was able to identify the suspect who stated that the victim was walking around the bar
and was either drunk or on drugs, grabbing people. Once outside, the victim began to enter the
suspect’s circle of friends and that was when he pushed the victim to get him away. The suspect
was arrested on a charge of aggravated assault and battery.

June 26, 2022, Officer Woodman observed a possible altercation and disturbance as
people were yelling inside Moonshiners. As Officer Woodman attempted to make entry into the
bar, the manager Crystal Pannoni was outside and shut the front door, which was locked,
preventing Off Woodman to enter and alleviate or investigate the incident.

June 30, 2022, Officers responded to a disturbance at Moonshiners. Upon arrival, officers
spoke with several parties who advised that the 2 sisters were having a verbal argument. As
officers were conducting their investigation, a male party attempted to obstruct police and he was
placed under arrest. A witness advised that the parties involved appeared intoxicated, the
bartender Andrew Cappobianco advised the parties were in the bar for a long time, but he did not
know how much alcohol they drank.

September 3 2022 — officers responded to a possible disturbance and a man down on
Wingate St. Officers observed a male party laying on the street who was not alert and barely
conscious. After the male regained consciousness, he had bloodshot, glassy eyes and slurred
speech. The witnesses stated that there was no fight that made him fall to the ground. The male
stated he had too much to drink at Moonshiners. The male was transported to the hospital.

Chairman Edwards stated that he wanted to hear from the former employee, Crystal
Pannoni. Crystal Pannoni identified herself. Comm Driscoll asked her if Capt. Tracy’s



statements were accurate. She responded yes. Comm Angus asked if there was a reason this
information did not come out in the July meeting? Crystal stated that when the matter was
continued, she just chose to wait and speak today, She was present at that meeting. Chairman
Edwards asked her opinion on what the Capt read as report. That there did not appear to be any
cooperation from the owner of the bar, Crystal agreed, Chairman Edwards asked if she still
worked at the bar, she stated no. Comm Angus asked her why she left and she told her she was
fired, because she told him she was going to tell the truth. Comm Angus asked about a statement
she filed against Officer Woodman, if it was an inaccurate statement, Crystal said partially, that
it did happen but at the direction of Mr. Goulet he wanted to file the complaint against the city,
where she wanted to sit down and have a formal meeting to understand what was happening with
the police as she did not understand,

Atty Connors spoke, He said it was the first time he was hearing of these matters. He
placed some responsibility on Ms. Pannoni as she had not told him or his client of these matters
when she first appeared. He stated she was fired and that his client told him that they were in a
substantial dating relationship that did not end well. He states he does not know the mechanics of
it but certainly could present with motivation to be untruthful with the police. In respect to some
of the show cause hearing, May 20, that fight occurred outside Moonshiners bar and that there
was no indication of intoxication or overserving. On June 26, he remembers this was the incident
when Officer Woodman was not allowed in the bar and that the gripe the police had was with the
onsite manager at that time MS Pannoni for not allowing the officers entry.

June 18 — there was a potential overdose — Attorney Connors spoke on this and stated,
“As you know my client serves alcohol, not drugs. There is no evidence that the business or
patrons were serving drugs. The police report states the victim overdosed on drugs, not alcohol,
so that covers that.”

June 30, Attorney Connors spoke on this and said from his understanding, there was an
argument between 2 sisters, and he did not remember any mention of intoxication on the part of
the 2 individuals obstructing the police. Comm Angus stated that according to her notes, the
parties were intoxicated. Chairman Edwards asked him if he thinks it’s a good idea for Mr
Goulet to turn in his license? Chairman Edwards thinks he is not a caring person, only in to make
money. Atty Connors disagrees, Chairman Edwards asked him how he plans on convincing the
commission that Kyle Bell is not like Mr. Goulet? Attorney Connors referred to statements from
the police. That there were no problems when Mr. Bell was manager. Comm Driscoll stated that
for Mr Bell, there will not be a transfer of the license but a new application. Attorney Connors
stated that Mr. Bell has started a new LLC and that Mr Goulet will have nothing to do with new
business. Chairman Edwards asked Mr. Bell how he got along with Ms. Pannoni. He responded
that they had a good working relationship. Comm Angus asked if he could speak to the video
that was destroyed — he responded he could not as he was not there. He stated he installed the
new video system.

Comm Angus moved to revoke the license based on the incidents of April 19. Comm Driscoll
seconded, No public comment — vote unanimous.
