THE APPLICANT CONFIRMED THE LICENSE WAS FOR BEER AND WINE ONLY WAS AND DESCRIBED THE PROPOSED EVENT.  THE APPLICANT STATED THAT THIS WOULD BE THE 10TH SEMI-CONSECUTIVE YEAR THE EVENT WOULD BE HELD IN THE DOWNTOWN AREA.   COMMISSIONER ANGUS ASKED IF POLICE APPROVAL WAS ALREADY OBTAINED. THE APPLICANTS ASKED TO AMEND THE ORIGINALLY REQUESTED ITEMS ON THE ENTERTAINMENT APPLICATION TO INCLUDE OPEN MIC NIGHTS, POETRY READING, SMALL ART GATHERINGS, AND LIVE BANDS.  COMMISSIONER ANGUS EXPLAINED BUILDING OCCUPANCY RULES AND HOW ENTERTAINERS COUNT TOWARD THAT OCCUPANCY NUMBER.  COMMISSIONER ANGUS MADE A MOTION TO APPROVE THE ENTERTAINMENT APPLICATION FOR RADIO, TELEVISION, AMPLIFIED MUSIC, OPEN MIC NIGHTS, AND PERFORMANCE INCLUDING LIVE BANDS; AND A MOTION TO APPROVE THE COMMON VICTUALLER APPLICATION PENDING RECEIPT OF CERTIFICATE OF OCCUPANCY, WITH THE STIPULATION THAT OCCUPANCY LIMITS ARE FOLLOWED, AND APPROVAL FROM THE BUILDING DEPARTMENT FOR LIVE ENTERTAINMENT.
